A, Guest Speaker

Several ways Rural
Development is assisting counties is infrastructure, partnership, and innovation. Broadband and
the opioid crisis continue to be big issues as well. Ms. Legg reported that out of the 220 counties
nationally having an opioid crisis, 52 are in Kentucky. Rural Development is also working with
local agencies and farmers to bring fresh fruits and vegetables to its summer meals program,
which provides lunch for those children that may not otherwise get a nutritious lunch during the
summer.

B. Frankfort and Washington Updates

Jiten Shah called on Amelia Wilson for an update from Congressman James
Comer’s office. Ms. Wilson reported Congressman Comer has been making district visits
recently and continues to keep a close watch on the Farm Bill. Ms. Wilson also suggested that in
order to get the most up-to-date information from Congressman Comer is to join his newsletter
e-mail list.

Jiten Shah called on Rebecca Rittenhouse for an update from the Department for
Local Government. Ms. Rittenhouse reported that Governor Matt Bevin had sent a letter to
President Donald Trump regarding the 35 counties in Kentucky that were impacted by the severe
storms that hit on February 21, 2018. The storms caused over $24 million in damages. Several
of GRADD’s counties were included on the list of counties with damages.

Jiten Shah called on Rachel McCubbin for an update from Senator Rand Paul’s
office. Ms. McCubbin reported Senafor Paul was recently in Ohio County and will be in
Christian County on April 23, 2018, for the I-61 Shield Ceremony.

They were also encouraged to participate in the Feed Seniors Now
program.
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Deterra pouches were available for anyone who needs them to dispose of expired
medications. This 1s an opioid disposal program that is offered through the Attorney General’s
Office. These pouches deactivate the medication and are safe to dispose of in the trash. Eight-
hundred pouches have been provided for seniors in the seven-county area. Finally, staff
announced that May is both Mental Health Awareness Month and Older Americans Month. The
theme for Older Americans Month is “Engage at Every Age.”
